	Prevention

Effective infection protection and control – System of controls 
	Minimise contact with individuals who are unwell by ensuring that those who have coronavirus symptoms, or who have someone in their household who does, do not present themselves on the school site.

Clean hands more often than usual - wash hands thoroughly for 20 seconds with running water and soap and dry them thoroughly or use alcohol hand rub or sanitiser ensuring that all parts of the hands are washed.

Ensure good respiratory hygiene by promoting the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach

Cleaning frequently touched surfaces daily using standard products, such as detergents and bleach.

Minimise contact between individuals and maintain social distancing wherever possible 


	Pupils and staff will not attend school if they or a household member has coronavirus symptoms. Staff and children’s temperature taken once in school and recorded.  National Coronavirus testing in place and if a staff member, a child or a member of their family displays new symptoms – that staff member or child will not return to school until test results (48-72hours later) or isolation period has been completed (if not taken test).  10 days from the symptoms starting and 14 days for family members.  See Management PHE flowchart (v2.0) 

On arrival, every child will wash their hands and have their temperature taken. National lockdown therefore partially open to vulnerable children and children of critical/key workers (5/1/21). 

All pupils back on 8th March 2021 

Pupils to access the toilets independently/small groups with adult supervision to ensure effective handwashing. 
 
Staff will instruct children to follow the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach. After each morning/afternoon session, lunch and end of day, the classroom, resources and toilets will be cleaned and disinfected. The bin bag will be double bagged, knotted and disposed of. 

Drop off and pick up will adhere to social distancing with 1-2 metre spacing marked out. Only 1 parent will drop off and pick up each child. If siblings have to be brought to school and can’t be left at home, they must be hand-held by their parent at all times. Parents will drop off and pick up using the back entrance/ playground and wait 1m-2m apart. Parents will leave via the Church gate.  At pick up their child will be handed to them one at a time. There will be staggered drop off and pick up times for our families 8.45am-9am Year 1&2 drop off and pick up at 3pm – 3.15pm and drop off for Reception 9am – 9.15am and pick up 2.45pm – 3pm.  We are flexible should a parent need to manage pick up at another school for sibling.  
Due to the low numbers accessing the school we will welcome children through the main door parents dropping off can social distance in the front playground. (5/1/21)

We continue to welcome children/parents via the front door with a staggered drop off Jun2 2021

As cited by the Government it will be impossible for younger children to adhere to the distancing, where possible with the older children we can encourage.  All children will be in one bubble as we will be one class and children will have access to both classrooms.  Any desks will be forward facing.  

Lunchtime will be together with the tables set out in the Village Hall in rows (no children facing each other). Staff to adhere to RA of village hall and school – system of controls for prevention as mentioned.   Due to low numbers we will ask parents to provide a packed lunch for the children to eat in school (5/1/21)

Hot Meals being served in school from 18/1/21 – H&S and Food Handling procedures being adhered. 

Each pupil will have their own box/tray of resources, water bottle and pencil case. The tables will be forward facing.  Children will come to school in their PE kit on specific days. 

No parents will enter the school buildings.  No children or staff will enter the office if the secretary is present.

Ventilation of the school – doors and windows open
	As from September 2021
 if a family member test positive for Coronavirus they can attend school.  If, however the child develops the main symptoms of Coronavirus – high temperature, new continuous cough, a loss or change of sense of smell or taste - then they should not attend school and parents should organise a PCR test.  

Parents should advise school of the PCR result – if they test negative they should return to school as normal.  If a positive test is recorded, they should continue to isolate and follow public health advice. 

Parents drop off via the one-way system in school – and pick up is at the front playground.  Advice is for parents to continue to socially distance.  There is no staggered pick up/drop off times. 

No ‘bubble’ groups

Continue to ventilate and to have our air quality monitors in each classroom.

Lunchtimes are 5 children per table in seating plans – enjoying the social experience 

Classroom – Oak Room (Year 1 &2) have seating plans. 

We continue to promote good respiratory hygiene and it is embedded in our daily routines. 

Under the discretion of the Headteacher we will allow a parents/ and or small groups of parents on site – adhering to social distancing.

Personal protective equipment (PPE)

NHS Track and Trace testing


	If a child, young person or other learner becomes unwell with symptoms of coronavirus whilst at school and needs direct personal care until they can return home. A fluid-resistant surgical face mask should be worn by the supervising adult if a distance of 2 metres cannot be maintained. If contact with the child or young person is necessary, then disposable gloves, a disposable apron and a fluid-resistant surgical face mask should be worn by the supervising adult. 

If a risk assessment determines that there is a risk of splashing to the eyes, for example from coughing, spitting, or vomiting, then eye protection should also be worn.

Managing confirmed cases of coronavirus (COVID-19) amongst the school community 


	Staff will adhere to the Government recommendations. Staff will wear PPE and the school will immediately isolate the pupil in a ventilated room (the Nest) and telephone parent to collect their child. Parents will be asked to get their child tested. To access testing, parents will be able to use the 119 online coronavirus service. The pupil in question should not return until they obtain a negative test result. 

In an emergency call 999 if they are seriously ill or injured or their life is at risk.  Do not visit the GP, pharmacy, urgent care centre or a hospital.

If a member of staff has been diagnosed as having COVID-19 and there is reasonable evidence that it was caused by exposure to work; there is a requirement under RIDDOR to report it to the Health and Safety Executive as a reportable disease. There is also a requirement if a worker dies as a result of occupational exposure to the coronavirus.

Immediately after supporting a child the staff member should wash their hands for 20 secs and clean the immediate area.  If when dealing with the child, the child needs to use the toilet, this too will be thoroughly cleaned and disinfected, and to ensure other children are not in the cloakroom/toilet area.

If a member of staff has helped someone who was unwell with a new continuous cough or a high temperature, advice is that they do not need to go home – however, they will be sent home and be asked to take the test through NHS Test and Trace. 

If a family, child, staff member has been in contact with a person with a confirmed case (outside of school) of COVID-19 they should get a tested and stay at home.  If someone attends the school who has a confirmed case and tested positive, then school will contact the DfE’s designated Help Line, where we will be directed to a NHS advice team for nurseries, schools and colleges with confirmed cases (updated 21.9. 20) 0800 046 8687. A team of advisors will inform the school of what action is needed based on the latest public health advice.  

We will follow the Prevention outbreak guide (as above)

Identification of COVID 19 cases: 
· A suspected case is an individual with a new or continuous cough or high temperature (above 37.8 C) or a loss of or change in, normal sense of taste or smell (anosmia)
· A confirmed case is a laboratory positive case of COVID-19 with or without symptoms 
· A cluster is two or more confirmed cases f COVID-19 among individuals associated with a specific setting with onset dates within 14 days 
· An outbreak is two or more confirmed cases of COVID-19 among individuals who are linked by being direct close contacts, proximity contacts or in the same cohort/bubble within 14 days. 

Staff are testing at home using the Lateral Flow Device test kit (25/1/21) – administration of this is in keeping with Government advice and co-ordination and organising by Head and school secretary.  Staff are following guidelines and reporting their results to NHS Track and Trace.  

If a staff member has a positive LF test they must get a PCR within 2 days of testing and they and their families must self-isolate until the result is negative or positive. 

Children and families to self-isolate 10 days from the first day of contact and get a PCR test. 

Staff continue to test twice weekly and during the holidays 

	We continue to have PPE equipment on site should we need. 

As guidance states, if a child has been in close contact it is advised that they take a PCR test - they will not have to self-isolate unless the test is positive. 

Primary school children are NOT being offered the vaccination.

School staff have been offered the vaccination and all of our school staff have had the vaccination (both jabs). 

Staff continue to test at least twice a week using the Lateral Flow test kits and we report results to NHS Track and Trace. 

If staff develop any of the main coronavirus symptoms and/or they have a positive Lateral Flow test – they must stay at home and book at PCR test.   If a positive result is recorded, they must follow Public Health advice and stay at home, if it is a negative result, they can return to work (unless, of course, they are poorly due to corona like symptoms – coughs/colds/infections and should return when they are feeling better). 

Letter sent to parents about updates and ‘warn and inform’ – sensitive with our school due to size. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Unless we have a cluster of cases we will continue to deliver experiences for the children – Christmas Nativity; School trip; and parent consultations.  However, this will be under continuous monitoring should cases rise in school/and or community/ and or educational visit establishments. 

We are offering viewing of the school to potential new parents – this is after 3.15pm when our children have left – social distancing adhered, masks worn at discretion. One family at a time – in pre-booked time slots.  





	Shielded and clinically vulnerable children and young people
	If you’re clinically extremely vulnerable you were advised to take extra precautions during the peak of the pandemic in England. This is known as ‘shielding’.
The government is advising that you do not need to shield at the moment. This is because the rates of transmission of coronavirus (COVID-19) in the community have fallen significantly.

	Children who have been classed as clinically extremely vulnerable due to pre-existing medical conditions can now attend school under the supervision of their doctor and that their school is COVID –secure. 

This would change if there is a local lockdown in the area and or if rates of the disease in their area rise– specific guidance will be given. National Lockdown 5/1/21

As per government guidance shielding has ceased 1.4.21
	If a child is considered as clinically extremely vulnerable (CEV) they should attend school – further guidance will be given to parents of children who were previously considered CEV. 

	Shielded and clinically vulnerable adults
	If you’re clinically extremely vulnerable you were advised to take extra precautions during the peak of the pandemic in England. This is known as ‘shielding’.
The government is advising that you do not need to shield at the moment. This is because the rates of transmission of coronavirus (COVID-19) in the community have fallen significantly.

	Staff who have been classed as clinically extremely vulnerable can now return to work providing that the work place is COVID secure (Sept 2020).  As we are in National lockdown staff who are clinically extremely vulnerable are not permitted to attend work and need to work from home and ‘shield’

On site staff will continue to follow the social distancing, can wear face covering is they wish and continue with the good respiratory hygiene – hand washing, ‘catch it, kill it, bin it…’ 

If the transmission of COVID-19 increases then ‘shielding’ may be put in place again, including a local lockdown. This has increased and we are in National Lockdown with stricter measurements in place. 

As per government guidance shielding has ceased 1.4.21
	Staff members who are considered clinically extremely vulnerable can return to work as the shielding programme has ended.  The school is Covid Secure and we continue to follow the guideline.  If a CEV staff member wishes to wear a mask, they can.  We have 6 staff members in total and can appropriately social distance. 

	Class or class sizes
	We know that, unlike older children and adults, it will be very difficult to ensure early years and primary age children to remain 1- 2 metres apart from each other and staff. Schools should therefore ensure:
Regular cleaning of settings
Pupils avoid contact with anyone with symptoms
Pupils and staff frequently wash hands and follow good respiratory hygiene practices

Pupils in one class and one bubble 


	Regular cleaning will continue of resources, desks, toilets, etc… with a deep clean happening once a half term

We will aim for pupils to avoid contact with anyone with symptoms through immediate isolating as previously stated. We will follow good hand-washing and hygiene practises as previously stated. Minimal contact will be achieved through measures and precautions, to be put in place as previously stated.

Wraparound care will be in place, which includes Morning and afterschool clubs. Providers adhering to RA and good practice (Sept 2020). There will be no afterschool care, but there will be morning provision (5/1/21)

Afterschool clubs begin in Summer Term 

Clubs have resumed and due to the weather are being held outside – June 2021

Soft furnishings to be removed – there will be carpets for children. 
	Class sizes have returned to pre COVID.  No ‘bubble’ groups. 

All clubs have started again 

We continue to regularly clean and adhere to good respiratory hygiene. 

	Curriculum/
Teaching  
	The priorities for young children at this time are resocialisation into a new style of school routine; speaking and listening and regaining momentum in particular with early reading

The curriculum remains broad, balanced and ambitious – pupils to receive high quality education that promotes their development and prepares them for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of later life. 

Music, Drama and Dance 
 
	We will teach a broad and balance curriculum and plan accordingly.  However, the first weeks back will all be about settling and re-socialisation as some of our children have not been in an education setting for 6 months (Sept 2020). 

New curriculum overview in place.  Weekly planning meetings with all staff.  Continue to embed Values, Ethos and vision of school through a continuous provision learning environment.

Identify gaps and re-establish good progress in essentials – Phonics and reading, increased vocabulary, writing and mathematics. 

We will complete a weekly overview with links and objectives using Padlet and we will send to parents at start of week.  This will support our virtual home learning too.  It will be uploaded onto our school website too (5/2/21)

We will continue to use learning platforms Class Dojo, Padlet, Monster Phonics, Epic Reading, Doodle Maths, Doodle English.  

We will have weekly PE and Dance with specialist teacher adhering to risk assessment. Music, drama and dance build confidence.  All outside specialist teachers will follow RA and adhere to the control measures – temp taken, good hand washing, respiratory hygiene.  Peripatetic teachers can move between schools. Music/singing can be outside and instruments kept to minimum and cleaned after use.  Children not facing each other if singing, forward facing or back-to-back. No external PE/Dance specialists – we will look into a virtual video for our dance as teacher has hinted that this could happen (5/1/21). 

We will continue to have our learning outside in line with our ethos of continuous provision. 

There will continue be a focus on PSHE and wellbeing. PHSE statutory teaching from September 2020

If a ‘Local Lockdown or national lockdown is enforced, and schools close, we will virtual teach our children.  If a staff member is in a county that has a ‘lockdown measurements and is in a higher tier’ they are permitted to attend work N/A as we are in national lockdown now (5/1/21)  

We taught remotely and face to face from January to March.  Our key worker and vulnerable children were in school, and numbers grew as the weeks continued.  OQ was in continuous contact with all families and ‘checked – in’ on a weekly basis.  We welcomed the children back on 8th March. 
	We continue with uploading our planning on the remote platform Padlet.  We continue to use Class Dojo to communicate to parents.  If a child has to access the curriculum from home, weekly learning overviews are available. We have a remote learning policy and if parents need resources inc. an electronic device, we can provide.  Parents can also come to change books. 

Dance continues

Music is inside (unless the teacher wishes to take outside)

We continue to use our outdoor space for daily learning opportunities.  

	Implementing protective measures – Planning & Organising


	Risk Assessments updated in line with September starting to include measures of being COVID-19 secure.

Remove soft furnishings, soft toys and toys that are hard to clean (such as those with intricate parts)
